Property: 
Building and parcel of land located at 18 Jacobs Road, Heath, MA.

1. Supervision of Minors—All participants and attendees under the age of 16 must be supervised by an authorized adult at all times while on Town property.
2. Health Mandates--Compliance with all local, county, and state general health regulations and particular COVID-19 protocol.
3. Bulletin Boards—May use 2 outside of room 122. Items must be confined to boards per fire code regulations.
4. Walls—No flammable materials hung or attached to walls or ceilings.
5. Photo wall—Photographs that are framed and mounted behind glass or plexiglass may be mounted on the wall above the accessibility ramp.
6. Equipment room—all equipment & materials must be stored behind line so as not to block access. Materials must also be stored in a manner that complies with safety and fire code regulations.
7. Appliances—A refrigerator and microwave will be allowed in one of the classrooms.
8. Furniture—All furniture must be provided by the tenant. Free standing, stable furniture such as book cases may be placed in any of the 3 rooms. 
9. Common Areas—Use of common areas (atrium, stage, gymnasium, cafeteria)  is to be scheduled in advance and in coordination with municipal use. 
10. Keys—Will only be issued out of the Town Coordinator’s office upon receipt of signed acknowledgement. Keys are not to be duplicated under any circumstance.
11. Use of the kitchen and cafeteria for a total of four (4) fundraising events per year (upon reservation) will be allowed at no additional charge. HYPA will be responsible for compliance with health regulations and clean-up. If additional custodial work is needed, HYPA will be charged for costs.
12. Custodial Work—Cleaning of the common areas due to use by HYPA will be invoiced to the organization. Cleaning of spaces used exclusively by HYPA will be the sole responsibility of the organization.
13. Repairs—Any and all maintenance needs are to be reported directly to the Town Coordinator who will address the need for work with appropriate staff. If a maintenance or repair need is due to negligent or willful destruction, any and all costs will be borne by HYPA.
14. Room 126—Child’s toilet will be replaced with a full-size appliance and bathroom sink will be raised. This work will be completed and paid for by the Town or its designees.
15. Room 124—HYPA is allowed to install a wrap-around curtain rod from the ceiling/walls and a straight pole for a hanging rack. Any curtain or fabric on the wrap-around rod must be compliant with the retardancy level of fire code.
16. Building Modifications—No other structural modifications or renovations will be allowed at this time.
17. Tent—A tent may be erected outside during the summer workshop with prior location approval by the Town. All care, cost and permitting will be the responsibility of HYPA.
18. Fire-pit—May be built and used. Location, size and materials must be approved by the Fire Chief and the Building Maintenance Coordinator.
19. Storage Unit—One outside weatherproof storage unit that has been inspected and approved will be allowed on an approved location on the property.
20. Review—The Lease, MOU and any other documents will be subject to review in April 2022 and September 2022, initially, and on a periodic basis thereafter. Review will include evaluation of utility consumption. Consideration for any modifications will be given at those times.
