Mohawk Estates Property Owners Emergency Response to COVID-19
As you’re all aware, we have come to an unfortunate point in the spread of the coronavirus (COVID-19). 
· 03/13/2020 – The president declared a nationwide emergency to address the COVID-19 pandemic.
· 03/17/2020 – As Massachusetts residents with coronavirus climb, the governor orders all schools closed.
· 03/23/2020 – Governor Baker orders all non-essential businesses to cease operations.
· 03/24/2020 – Massachusetts Department of Public Health issues a “Stay-at-Home” advisory for all residents.
· 03/27/2020 – Governor Baker asks visitors not to travel to Massachusetts and to self-quarantine for 14 days.
· 03/28/2020 – The president approved a major disaster declaration for Massachusetts.
This disease is spreading quickly, in some cases it can be deadly, and it affects us all.  All levels of government are doing what they can to protect the people during this pandemic and we must do our part as well.  If we don’t help “flatten the curve” the hospitals will be overrun, and our loved ones won’t have a bed or a ventilator if they need one.
The Board of Directors of Mowhak Estates is working with the Franklin Reginal Council of Governments (FRCOG) Cooperative Public Health Service, the Town of Heath Board of Health, and the Emergency Action Planning team to develop a plan using the state and CDC guidelines to protect our members.  We also must abide by the federal and state department of health recent orders.
Unfortunately, with the current state of the pandemic, we must postpone opening the estates.  We don’t have the resources or ability to keep the common areas properly disinfected to prevent members from spreading COVID-19.  All the following will remain temporarily closed and we must ask all of you, our members, not to use these facilities for the safety of everyone:
· All our planned events will be postponed until further notice.
· No one should go swimming at the beach – it must remain closed.
· The basketball court and playground equipment should not be used – the virus can live on metal surfaces more than 3 days and is transmitted by respiratory droplets of people within close contact (6 feet).
· The pavilion and the recreation hall will remain closed – no one will be able to reserve either structure as this goes against the CDC recommendation of gatherings smaller than 10 people
· The bathrooms, well, and the dumping station will remain closed.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Sani-can at the rec hall is being removed and will not be available.
· The office will remain closed – most office functions can be handled electronically with the board.
Even though the common areas will temporarily remain closed – you currently can still visit your property.  This may change if the president or the governor places additional restrictions within the state.  As of today, 03/29/2020, to visit the estates, there are a few restrictions that the state and town would like us to abide by:
· The CDC and State of Massachusetts social and physical distancing guidelines need to be followed within Mohawk Estates.  No close physical contact (within 6 feet) and no gatherings more than 10 people.  Although this prevents most social campfires - these guidelines will protect you and your family.  
· If you come to your property in Mohawk Estates, stay within your property and do NOT visit other areas in Heath.  The members of the estates come from all locations including New York, Connecticut, and New Jersey.  These are high-risk areas and could easily bring and spread COVID-19 within Heath.
· Massachusetts is asking all visitors/travelers to self-quarantine for 14 days. 
· Please do NOT retrieve mail from the Heath Post Office – you can contact Jenny Hamilton at 860-878-5305.
These temporary rules and policies will help keep our community safe.  As much as we love the estates, we cannot risk having friends or family catching COVID-19 here and dying.
